-best. Each student with a rank in the range 1-21% from your section
is included in this report.

On a given line, the rank is given first. Next there is a
symbol with the following significance:

P: Top Five (i.e., PUTNAM FELLOW); N: Rank 6-10; H: Rank 11-38
(i, e., Honorable Mention); I: Rank 41,5-97,5; II Rank 108-213.

Then the contestant's name, home address, and month and year of
graduation are given. The top contestants are listed in alphabet-
ical order under the name of their school. The name of the super-
vising professor at the institution is also furnished.

If your section does not have at least 5 contestants in the
top 21%, we report on your five hlghest ranklng contestants. If
you wish additional information in order to give more prizes, please
let us know,
