1. REPORTS

(a) Minutes from the last meeting (held on January 18, 2002)

Mark Korlie distributed the minutes for the Executive Committee Meeting held on January 18, 2002 at Monmouth University.  The Committee unanimously accepted it.  He also distributed copies of the booksale report.

(b) Treasurer’s report

      Cathy Liebars distributed the Treasurer’s Report for Spring 2002 and the 

Section Financial Report for year ended 12/31/2001.  After a brief discussion concerning the reports’ contents, they was unanimously accepted.

(c) Governor’s report

Amy Cohen presented the Governor’s report.  She reported that a donor wanted to fund a prize (MAA national prize) for early-career faculty members (junior faculty members within certain period of receiving their doctorates). She asked for a list of MAA-NJ Section members who would be interested in serving on national MAA committees. Larry  D’Antonio, Hieu Nguyen, and Mark Korlie volunteered to be considered for service on such committees. Theresa Michnowicz suggested that Reva Narasimhan might be interested in serving on such committees.  

2. DISCUSSION OF OFFICER POSITIONS AND RESPONSIBILITIES

(a) Upcoming elections

(b) Liaison with NJ Math Coalition

Reggie Luke and Cathy Liebars will serve as liaisons with NJ Math Coalition.  They will alternate for attendance at the NJ Math Coalition meetings.
