1. Welcome and Note of Appreciation

Reginald Luke welcomed members of the Executive Committee present and informed them that he was elected Governor of the Section.  He also acknowledged the gracious acceptance of defeat by Mark Korlie, the other candidate for Governor of the Section.

2. Review of Minutes

Mark Korlie distributed the minutes of the Executive Committee Meeting held on February 1, 2003 at Middlesex County College.  Cathy Liebars and Karen Clark suggested that the Treasurer’s Report for Fall 2002 and the Section Financial Report for the year 2002 be edited to include travel reimbursement for speaker for the Fall 2002 meeting.  The amount of this reimbursement was $487.34.   Including this reimbursement, it follows that the Section lost $94.13 for the Fall 2002 meeting, and gained $1,277.28 for the year 2002.  

The minutes were edited as suggested, and the committee unanimously accepted it.

3. Treasurer’s Report

Karen Clark distributed the Treasurer’s Report for Spring 2003.  For the Spring 2003 meeting, the Section lost $525.48.  As of May 10, 2003, the Balance in the Section’s Checking Account was $4,142.30. 

The Committee unanimously accepted the Treasurer’s Report. 

4. Old Business

(a) Review of Spring 2003 Meeting at Kean University

The online registration was very effective.  Of the people who pre-registered online, only two didn’t attend the meeting.  For the paper pre-registration, two people didn’t attend the meeting.

Overall, the committee agreed that the Spring 2003 Section meeting at Kean 

University was very successful.  

(b) Submission of GSUMC Proposal and Commitments

The committee agreed to fund, at a reduced cost, the undergraduate mathematics conference in Spring 2004 if it is not funded by the MAA.

Update: The MAA awarded the Section $1,500 to host the undergraduate mathematics conference.  The Section will pay for additional costs for the conference.  Hieu Nguyen wrote the proposal for the conference.

5. New Business

(a) Preparation for Fall 2003 Section Meeting at Raritan Valley Community College, North Branch, NJ.

Larry D’Antonio, Cathy Liebars, and Theresa Michnowicz will visit Raritan Valley Community College and have a discussion with the host committee about the Fall 2003 Section meeting. The meeting will be held on November 8, 2003. 

There will be three speakers and at least two workshops.  The speakers are

Evan Maletsky of Montclair State University will conduct a workshop at the Fall 2003 Section meeting.  Mark Korlie will ask him to lead a Discussion Table at the meeting.  Mark Korlie will also ask Evan Maletsky for the title of his workshop.

Revathi Narasimhan will serve as the Section Workshop Coordinator.  As workshop coordinator, she will find someone to conduct a second workshop at the Fall 2003 Section meeting.

(b) Site/Time for Spring 2004 Meeting

The Spring 2004 meeting will be held on Saturday, March 27 at Rutgers University—New Brunswick.  

6. Positions & Organization Review--Revision of By-laws

Reginald Luke suggested that a committee (By-Laws Revision Committee) be formed to review the Section’s By-laws.  The Executive Committee agreed with him.  Bonnie Gold and Theresa Michnowicz volunteered to serve on this committee.

7. Other Business

The Committee chose Theresa Michnowicz to serve as Official Section Representative at the Section Officers’ Meeting at MathFest 2003, Boulder, Colorado.

Carol Avelsgaard will explore the possibility of a joint meeting with MATYCNJ, Mathematics Association of Two-Year Colleges of New Jersey.

Larry D’Antonio agreed to serve as Section Historian.  

The Committee agreed to limit the number of helpers from host institutions that will receive free lunch to the following numbers: 3 students and 3 faculty/staff members.
