Dear MAA Departmental Representative:

As you may be aware, the MAA is rniow in the process of
establishing MAA student chapters at colleges and universities
throughout the country.

Moreover, if you have
a Pi Mu Epsilon chapter, there is no reason why the faculty
advisor of Pi Mu Epsilon could not also serve as a faculty advisor
for the MAA student chapter. In fact, we are looking forward to
working closely with Pi Mu Epsilon on joint activities.

Each member of your student chapter will automatically become
a member of the MAA section to which your institution belongs. A
coordinator of student chapter activities will be appointed by
your MAA section, and we anticipate that numerous activities for
student chapter members will be sponsored by your MAA section.
This will afford members of your MAA student chapter the
opportunity to meet students with similar interests from other
institutions and to interact with professional mathematicians.
